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Social-Psychological Characteristics of Urbanites:
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(ABSTRACT)

This paper examines whether urban and rural residents in
Taiwan differ in psychological states and patterns of social interac-
tion. Recent studies take into account the situation of interaction
and aim to clarify the debate whether urban life indeed brings
about segmented, aloof, and superficial social relationships. In line
with these recent studies, this paper distinguishes between the
public and private realms of urban life. The analysis assumes a
"public and private" continuum of situations, and crossclassifies the
"place” and the "subject” of interaction into a four-fold analytical
scheme.

The paper uses nine data sets collected during 1984-1993 by
two island-wide social surveys: "Social Image Survey of Taiwan"
and "Social Change Survey of Taiwan". From these data sets, 28
dependent variables are used to measure psychological states and
social interaction in both public and private realms. Using factor
analysis, regression, logistic regression, and ordered logistic
regression, the analysis confirms that urbanism consistently affects
the public realm, but not the private realm. Urban residents in
Taiwan are similar to rural residents in terms of personal well-

being, mental health, and interaction with family members and
close friends. However, urbanites tend to be more distrustful of and
are alienated from neighbors and strangers than rural residents.
The paper discusses main implications from the findings and ends
with suggestions for future studies.
