With the increasing severe impact of climate change on human
lives, international cooperation becomes a consensus between states in order to

solve the problem of global warming. The United Nations Framework



Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) and Kyoto Protocol (KP) were
signed subsequently in 1992 and 1997, aimed at reducing the GHG emissions.
